DEPART THE SCHOOL

HISTORIC PHILADELPHIA TOUR

This three-hour tour includes a visit to Independence Square to see the Liberty Bell, Christ Church, and 

Independence Hall where the Declaration of Independence first was read publicly on July 4, 1776. Visit 

239 Arch Street to see the restored home of Betsy Ross, the Colonial seamstress who stitched the first 

American flag in 1777. Congress Hall, Carpenterôs Hall and Elfrethôs Alley are also included.

LUNCH AT THE BOARSE

Celebrating over 100 years as a center for commerce and trade, The Bourse is listed on the National 

Register of Historic Places. Today, it is one of Philadelphiaôs leading commercial complexes, home to 27 

retail and food service stores and more than 35 businesses.

INDEPENDANCE HALL (TENTATIVE)

Both the Declaration of Independence and the U.S. Constitution were created in this World Heritage Site. 

An historian is available to interpret events and the lives of the diverse population during the years when 

Philadelphia was the capital of the United States from 1790 to 1800.

HARD ROCK CAFE

Since its 1971 opening in London, Hard Rock Cafe has become a global phenomenon. With over 100 

restaurants all over the planet, this popular eatery features great rock memorabilia, music and food in a 

high-energy setting.

The cathedral seats over 2,000 worshipers, 

and its 3 pipe organs (combined) have 12 divisions, 150 ranks, 177 stops and over 9,000 pipes.
