The SMCS Band Boosters met for its' monthly meeting on March 2, 2010 in the PHHS Media Center. The meeting was held one week earlier than usual due to the upcoming Jazz Cafe and the time needed to plan. Attending: Jennifer Blake (secretary), Brian Doty (president), Carole Miller (treasurer), Mr. Taylor, Mr. Forsythe, and 11 booster members. The meeting was called to order at 6:30 p.m. by Brian.

Secretary’s Report: (Jen) 
· Minutes: The February 2010 meeting minutes were distributed and approved with motion from Stephanie Rodeman and second from Karen Finnigan. Note: minutes are e-mailed and can be read prior to our monthly meetings.
Treasurer’s Report (Carole): 
· Treasurer's Report: Feb 1-Feb 28, 2010 report was presented.
· Beginning balance for checking account : $3146.49 

· Income: February $3108.43
· Expenses: January $3018.13
· Ending balance for checking account: $3236.79
· Treasurer's Report was approved with motion from Jen B. second from Mike Finnigan.  
Director’s Report (Mr. Taylor): 
· Jazz Festival: Overall a successful event.  Next year, we will have a slightly different mix of schools due to Anderson consolidations. 
· Symphonic Band: SB will participate in concert band festival on March 13 at Eastside Middle School. A clinician will critique the band. Band will be transported by bus. 
· Wind Ensemble: WE will participate in Lawrence Central festival on March 17.  Jennifer Blake & Christy Organ will chaperone (arrive 9:30 a.m., return by 2 p.m.). We need someone to volunteer to pull the trailer. 
· Elementary School Recruitment Tour: Students will travel to SMCS elementary schools on March 24. Need 2 chaperones (7:30 a.m. - 2 p.m.) and someone to pull trailer. 
· Budget: NOTE -- SMCS will continue to pay for buses/drivers for any competitions the band attends, however, band will be responsible for paying for buses/drivers for "optional" trips, such as the recruitment tour. (cost $80-100)
· Winter Percussion: March 13 State Prelims at Avon; State Finals at Ben Davis on March 20. 
· Color Guard:  Finals at Center Grove in 2 weeks. Recently placed 6th out of 19! 
· Marching Band: Booster newsletter will be mailed with MB packet this week. Fees: $395 will include all incidentals (uniforms, shoes, concert band, etc).  Overnight/orientation on June 4-5. Band camp (at Taylor Univ) July 26-30. Check your calendars -- we will need 5+ chaperones to stay all week at camp. 
· Trailer: we received $750 grant from the SMCS Youth Foundation to refurbish the interior of the semi trailer. We need a committee of people to help design interior (shelving, ramps, storage, etc). Let Mr. Taylor know if you are interested. 
· Parent Work Night: TBA -- work night is needed for misc. upkeep: oil stands, tighten screws, hang plaques (on cement -need drill), etc. Brian to schedule. 
· Student Accounts: check with Joyce Daugherty (jdaugherty@smadison.k12.in.us) for your account balance. ALL accounts must be PAID IN FULL; this is not an optional bill . There are still outstanding fees and the budget (paying instructor salaries, etc) depends on payment. Some students have balances 
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· earned through our fundraising that can be used to pay for 2010-11 fees. Look for opportunities this May/June (baseball concessions, helping at the Indy Motor Speedway) to earn money for your students' account. 
President's Report (Brian Doty): 
· Jazz Cafe: March 12, Friday. Stephanie Rodeman is in charge of baskets. Sheila and Janie Sabie will be in charge of pizza/salad/desserts/pop.  Jen is doing publicity.  Liz will assist with all aspects (she's the pro!).  SET-UP:  we need volunteers to help set up on March 12 at 3:00 p.m.  Jen will check with Wendy's etc for donation of salad dressing packets. Admission to the concert only (no food) is $3. Chris Miller (Carole) will design/print tickets. ALL students have been given their assignments for bringing in donated goods for the section baskets. If parents have questions, contact Stephanie Rodeman at Smrodeman@NDWave.com or Stephanie.Rodeman@DFAS.MIL.  There will be no live auction this year, but we will place the backdrops (props) from Marching Band show up for silent auction. Band parents will be called to donate desserts and pop (cans).  (note: a big "Thank You" to Randy Wilson is donating 12 24-pack cases of water bottles). Pop should be dropped off in the band room by Thursday and desserts by 5:00 p.m. on Friday, 3/12 (these can be brought in early if non-perishable).

Additional Business: 

· Cookies: we've raised about $1000 from cookie sales (thanks, Sheila) - Sheila will check to see if we can sell cookies during "Cinderella" intermission, as well as look for other opportunities to sell. 

· Scrip: remember to purchase Scrip cards and a percentage of your purchase will fund the boosters! You can use them to pay for hotels, airlines, lumber, etc. and the companies that offer Scrip are numerous!
