· Marching Band:

· There are 17 bands in Class B in our region; the top 10 scores will advance to semi-regionals. Marching Arabians have received positive judge' comments on fundamentals/sound.  The students have really worked hard!

· Dresses/Tuxes: Money is due and must be paid before dress/tux is taken home; it can be paid from student's band account there is a balance. Dresses will need to be hemmed and should be floor length -- touching the top of shoes

· There is no after-school practices for this concert.

· Semi Trailer: a semi trailer (year: 2000) was donated by Carter for use by the band program. Estimated value: $20,000. The SMCS will reimburse gas expenses. Mike Silvey has offered to drive (when available).  Sheila Boots will arrange for students to sign/send thank you to Carter. 
· Costs: $500-600 in the trailer fund (separate bank account from general booster fund). $2500 pledged toward refurbishing/outfitting trailer. 

· Acceptance: Jen Blake presented a resolution for the boosters to accept the trailer. Carl Willans made motion with second from Tod Miller. Approved by majority. 

· D.O.T. inspection: per Brian Doty - trailer needs to be inspected now and 5/10. 

· GFS Pie Sales: Liz Farmer is organizing. Orders begin on 10/26 (band dinner & concert) and pies will be delivered by 11/23 in time for Thanksgiving. Proceeds: $4 per pie! 

· Otis Spunkmeyer Cookie Sales: Sheila Boots is organizing. Band will receive oven/cookie dough. Sheila will talk with jr. class sponsor/Mr. Broughton/Mr. Nelson for all permissions to sell these at basketball games (especially if pep band plays) and after school or during lunch.  Liz suggested we sell at swim meets, as there are currently no concessions. 

· "Christmas in Pendleton" Nov. 14: marching band will participate in parade. Boosters will have a table with cookie sales (above) and sponsorship info and scrip. 

· Dine-to-Donate: Applebees - August "Dine-to-Donate" earned $67 for the boosters; next date is Nov. 12 (see attached). Dairy Queen - continue to use your October coupons for % donation to band boosters. Papa Johns - Jen will see if this can be changed to a Thursday night.
